WE ARE NOT COMPLETE

Jesus speaks of giving another “Paraclete,” a legal term meaning ‘“helper,”
“mediator,” “advocate.”. The presupposition is that we are not complete, not capable
of living on our own, cannot speak in our own behalf.

Our experience of life today leaves us with insufficient, and sometimes unreliable,
tools for tending to the garden which is our very selves. Watch what’s happening
with the world’s approach to peace and how much the world desperately needs
God’s help. Bring it closer — how many times have we felt frustrated with our blind
spots and repeated sins? I too try to personally live out some ‘truths’ of this world
which, instead of bringing me contended and satisfying life, leaves me disillusioned
and disappointed at times. Rather than feeling myself powerful over my own so
called destiny, I feel helpless and trapped — at the mercy of circumstances and forces
that I neither bargained for nor know how to bargain with.

As we approach the Solemnity of Pentecost, we hear how Jesus speaks of not
leaving those who are in touch with him orphans — comfortless, desolate, bereaved,
forlorn, and helpless. In other words the disciples would need help. We need help.
We need God’s Spirit. The reason why Jesus promises the Spirit of Truth whom
according to Him the world can never give. This is the power of which he speaks.

It is the Spirit of Truth which continues to threaten the invaders of the earth, those
whose systems promote grasping and acquisitiveness, those who feel no roots in
nature or in their own inner nature.

Not for nothing did the first Christians gather in circle of disguise. Not for nothing
did Saint Phillip address an outcast of nation. Not for nothing did Peter intimate that
those first Christians would suffer unjustly.
